THE PLACE
Wurzenberg is situated in a secluded setting at Sernauberg — high above the vineyards of Southern Styria.
The location shapes nearly every stay:
Morning light over rolling hills.
Silence between vineyards.
Expansive views stretching into the distance.
A place that does not need to be loud to leave an impression.


ARCHITECTURE
Architecture at Wurzenberg is not created for spectacle.
Large glass surfaces, reduced materials and solid timber construction deliberately open the view outward.
Many accommodations remain intentionally understated, with focus on:
— privacy
— light
— stillness
— landscape
— openness
Architecture becomes not a statement.
More of a frame.

Warmth. Openness. Stillness.
The private panorama sauna combines warmth with views across the vineyards.
Available exclusively for two guests.
Not a traditional wellness area.
A quiet place of retreat.




SOUTHERN STYRIA
Around Wurzenberg, the region changes rhythm with every season:
vineyard walks
traditional wine taverns
cycling routes
wine tastings
quiet winter days
regional cuisine
Nature and enjoyment shape the stay — without overwhelming it.


SUSTAINABILITY
At Wurzenberg, sustainability is less communication than decision.
Among other measures:
— 20 kWp photovoltaic system
— solar thermal energy
— solid timber construction
— local producers
— short supply chains
— EV charging stations
— e-bike charging infrastructure





HOW WURZENBERG EVOLVED
Since 1969.
The hill on which Wurzenberg stands today has been part of the family’s story for generations.
The landscape came first.
Everything else followed.
From a deep connection to this place, something slowly evolved over time — shaped by stillness, nature and the rhythm of Southern Styria.
What is now a retreat above the vineyards did not emerge from a concept.
But from a sense of belonging.
Wurzenberg was never thought of as a brand.
It grew.
As a place.
A place for openness, retreat and a stillness that remains.
